Unfortunately, in India today, art plays an unimportant part in the curriculum
of most schools because of lack of understanding of its purpose. The standard of art
teaching itself is also generally low. Students are rarely initiated into art appreciation.
Few, if any, schools have good reproductions of works of art. The design of school
buildings, equipment and books is often unsatisfactory and children’s taste is
naturally formed by the environment.

Today, with the concept of art becoming flexible, our understanding of the
meaning of art is constantly being challenged and extended. In the West there has
been a shift from ‘art education’ to ‘design education’. One of the aims of the design
education is to develop a critical understanding of human needs and to evaluate the
extent to which these needs have been adequately met — the needs that affect our
environment, i.e. all that surrounds us and is received by our senses, and indeed our
lives. A need has been felt to look for new relationships and new processes of
learning and evaluation, which may deviate from the inherited cultural values. Design
education aims to develop a genuine educational language of visual form, a ‘visual
literacy’, which is different from the ‘literacy and numeracy’ around which the major
traditions in education have been revolving.

It is felt that so far the tendency has always been to consider art as a decoration
of life rather than central to it. Alternatively craft has been considered as purely
vocational, without intellectual merit. These attributes have restricted both these areas
from contributing to the mainstream of education. However, design education,
perhaps, can bring them together. Until we recognise the usefulness of design
education in art-craft activity for the healthy disciplining of the senses, and develop
deeper and wholesome responses to fellow beings and the environment, we cannot
hope for a better society in the present critical stage of transition in our country.
